● Students can play in the snow, if they wear 
snow boots or bring an extra pair of shoes.   If 
no boots or extra pair of shoes , students will 
play on hard surface.  

● Students who bring boots will still need a pair 
of shoes for the classroom and hallways and 
P.E. 

● Students cannot roll in the snow without snow 
pants. 

● At NO time do students throw a snowball, 
slide on ice, play on snow hills or push kids 
down in the snow.  

● Paddock students need to wear a winter coat, 
hat and mittens out on the playground.  Please 
label all winter clothing items for your child.
